NHSRCL's land acquisition process is not limited to payment of compensation, R&R assistance etc; but also includes skill

development, training enhancement for income restoration and development of livelihood restoration and income generation

opportunities for the project affected persons. Extensive engagement is being undertaken to make sure that all PAPs are well

informed about the available options and are given adequate opportunity to participate.

More than 200 trainees have been benefitted from these training programmes and some of them have already been employed

or have started their own business.

A number of similar training programmes including mobile repairing, beauty parlour, bike repairing, electrician etc. are being

carried out in various villages along the MAHSR Corridor.
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
