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100% contract placed on Guj side
of bullet train project: Vaishnaw

NEW DELHI: All civil and track work contracts for
the 352-km stretch of the bullet train project on the
Gujarat side have now been awarded, with Rs3,141-
crore worth track contract being given to infra giant
L&T, minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said on Saturday.
The 508-km bullet train project between Mumbai
and Ahmedabad has hit a roadblock in Maharashtra
due to land acquisition issues, but work has already
started on the Gujarat side of the project.

ADVANCING the completion
of India’s first high-speed bul-
let train project, the National
High Speed Rail Corporation
Limited (NHSRCL) awarded
the contract worth 23,141 crore,
for the second track works of
the project on Saturday With
this, all civil and track work
contracts in the state of Gu-
jarat has been awarded.

The news of the development
was shared via a tweet by Un-
ion Railway Minister Ashwini
Vaishnaw on Sunday.

The contract has been award-
ed to construction giant Larsen
& Toubro for track works be-
tween Vadodaraand Sabarmati

depot in poll-bound Gujarat.

Sources said that the high
quality ballast-less slab track
system would be used for run-
ning country’s first bullet train
between Mumbai and
Ahmedabad.

In 2021, the first contract in
the project was awarded for
track work between Vapi and
Vadodara. Of the 508-km-long
corridor, 352 km falls in Gu-
jarat, official sources said.

The works in the Maharash-
tra side is yet to pick up pace
due to persisting problem of
land acquisition.

Recently, the union railway
minister in a written reply to
the Parliament had stated that
the total cost for the Ahmeda-

bad-Mumbai high speed bullet
train project stands at £1.,08,000
crore as sanctioned in 2015. He
categorically stated that delay
in land acquisition especially
in Maharashtra side had conse-
quently delayed the awarding
of contracts.

According to the union rail-
way minister, out of 1,396 hec-
tares of land required for the
project, 1,248 hectares has been
acquired so far.

The entire project has been
divided into 27 contract pack-
ages including for a training
institute to be set up in Vado-
dara. So far, 13 packages have
been awarded and the rest is ex-
pected to be done in the near
future, said an official.
