Ahmedabad: The first mee-
ting of stakeholders for com-
mercial utilization of the Sa-
barmati multimodal trans-
port hub will be held on Wed-
nesday. The authorities have
extended invitations tobigna-
mes in the hospitality indust-
ry,

The Sabarmati station, ac-
cording to officials, has been
constructed as a twin structu-
re with space earmarked for
offices, commercial develop-
mentandretail outletsfor pas-
sengers. The meeting will ex-
plore commercial utilization.
The officer said the meeting
will be global and people from
abroad will alsojoin it on Wed-
nesday.

The Sabarmati high-speed
rail (HSR) station is the termi-
nal station of the Mumbai-
Ahmedabad high-speed rail
corridor. NHSRCL plans tode-
velop itasa multimodal trans-
port hub, connecting the HSR
line to the Indian Railways,
the metro station and the Bus
Rapid Transit System
(BRTS).

“A multi-modal integra-

tion plan for the Sabarmati
HSR station was developed in
consultation with all stake-
holders and necessary inter-
ventions were proposed such
as road widening, redesig-
ning of road geometry and
junctions, tabletop pedestrian
crossings, among others,” sa-
id an officer.

The officials said the Sa-
barmati multimodal trans-
port hub building connects to
the buildings of the Sabarma-
tirailway station and HSR sta-
tions through a foot overbrid-
ge, which will have travella-

tors. A second foot overbridge
connects the metro station
and the BRTS stand, while a
third will connect to the rail-
way platforms of the Sabar-
mati broad gauge railway sta-
tion.

Officials said that a Dandi
March mural has been made
on the southern facade of the
building. This is torespect the
historic context of Sabarma-
ti. The hub has been designed
with provisions for solar pa-
nelsonterraces and extensive
landscaped terraces and gar-
dens.

The building nearing to its completion
stage comprises of two blocks i.e. Block A and Block B. The total space available for lease in
Block A & B is 22,668 sq mt and 13,599 sq mt respectively for office space, banks, hotels,
retail, etc. A parking space for 1,300 vehicles (includes basement, ground, first and second
floor) is available in the building. The third floor of the building is common for both Block A
& B, having a carpet area of 4,432 sq. m for leasing and will have facilities like food court,
retail shopping and passenger waiting area.

36,000 sq m of space in the
Sabarmati Multimodal Transport
Hub that will connect passengers
travelling on the Ahmedabad-
Mumbai bullet train to the
Railways,Ahmedabad Metroand
Bus Rapid Transit System (BRTS).

Representatives of about 45
institutions, including sectors like
banks, retail, commercial ven-
tures, airport concessioners, hotel
chains and public sector entities,
attended the meeting,

The hub is located on the east
side of the Sabarmati bullet train
station and will be connected
through a foot overbridge (FOB).
Similar FOBs emanating from the
hub will connect it to Sabarmati
railway station, Metro stationand

Ahmedabad: What was tou-
ted as a global stakeholders
meeting for the Sabarmati
multimodal transport hub
was attended by just about 45
people. The agenda of the
meeting was commercial ut-
ilization of space in the
transport hub building.

Officials said some 45 pe-
ople from sectors such as re-
tail, banking, commercial
ventures, airport concessio-
naires and hotel chains at-
tended the meeting. Sources
said that there were no ma-
jornames from any industry
present. Some bankers pro-
posed to use space for their
ATM machines.

Officials said thehubisa
transit terminal building
serving the Sabarmati high-
speed rail (HSR) station on
the Mumbai-Ahmedabad
HSR corridor, Western Rail-
way station, metro station
and the bus rapid transit sy-
stem (BRTS).

Officials said the buil-
ding is nearing completion.
Total space available for lea-
se is 22,668 square metres in
Block A and 13,599 square
metres in Block B. The third
floor of the building is com-
mon for both blocks and has
a carpet area of 4,432 square
metres, which will be reser-
ved for facilities such as food
courts, shops and a passeng-
er waitingarea.

Officials said they plan to
have hotels inside the hub
apartfromotherbusinesses-
tablishments. Railway offici-
als, however, said the possi-
bility of a reputed hotel cha-
in being involved is low, as
many big names have pro-
perties on Ashram Road,
within 5km of the hub.

A senior government of-
ficer said developments in
the areas around the hub
will get permissible FSI of 4.
In exceptional cases, FSI up
to 5.4 may be given, on par
with the FSI given on Ash-
ram Road.
